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Missionary Rules for Use of Computers at the Orange FHC

(Missionaries from the California Anaheim Mission come in once a week to check their e-mail, usually on a Monday when we are closed to the public.  These rules are here for your information only, you are not expected to have to enforce them. However, sometimes we have missionaries that take advantage of our center and we want you to be aware of what rules apply to them).
1.  Sign in at the counter when you first come in.  Sign out when you leave.

2.  Review these “Missionary Rules for use of Computers at the Orange FHC.”
3.  There is a maximum time of one hour on the computers.  This has been set by the California Anaheim Mission.

4. DO NOT DOWNLOAD any program or screensaver or unapproved files, for any reason onto our computers!  Files or graphics must be cleared with library staff before downloading them.

5. Missionaries may check their e-mail on Monday between the hours of 12:00 noon and 3:00 pm.  Computers must be available for our staff for updates and maintenance on Monday mornings.  It is the only day we are closed to the public to do this.  There may be times when we need one or two computers during your time.  It is inconvenient to all concerned when patrons or staff are trying to use the computers when missionaries come in at other times.
6. Missionaries have permission to check their e-mail and other church or family history related sites.  There is to be no shopping online or games played at our center.  There is to be no online 'chat' sessions or instant messaging.  If you have any questions, please ask the Director.

7. Please be considerate of staff when the staff is busy and using tables or   equipment.
8. Please try not to make our center a social hall.  This is a library and we hope you will be respectful.
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
