Handy Things to Know About the OFHC Computers

· All Stations (1-17) are connected to the Internet, to a Local Area Nework (LAN) and a server, located in the back workroom..

· Use Stations 7 and 8 for our FHC CDs

Look for the Icon on the computer desktop to use with CD’s. When you click on the following icons, they will mention that no CDs are necessary because they are already loaded on our server.

· Pedigree Resource File. All the CDs are loaded on our server.

· CA Birth Indexes

· Census & Vital Records from Salt Lake

· “America, America Gazetteer”

· 1885 Map Collection

· Delaware Family Forest

· New England Marriages prior to 1700

· New England Bible Records

For other Index CDs, you will need to put the CD into the drive first, and then click on the appropriate icon.  If you don’t know which icon it is, look in our “CD Index Book,” and see which icon is listed next to that particular CD.  You may also check on the CD jewel box (enclosure).

· Personal Family History Management Programs available on our computers for patron use:

· Personal Ancestral File (PAF) 3.0, 4.0 and 5.2 (Click on the icon and choose the version you would like).

· Legacy

· Ancestral Quest

· Roots Magic

· Family Tree Maker (on Station #10 only because of licensing restriction)

· Other Family History Tools available on our computers:

· Family Insight. Interfaces a .PAF file with new.FamilySearch

· Get My Ancestors (Downloads information from new.FamilySearch to a .PAF file.  Does not transfer Temple Ordinance Data).

· Family Search/Family Tree (or new.FamilySearch, available with LDS Account or a Family Search Account)

· DOS FamilySearch® is the “old” FamilySearch 

· Located on most computers

· Used for Korean and Viet Nam War Deaths and Scottish Church Records 

· Scottish Church Records can be printed from all computers. These records can be accessed from the special icon on the desktop. The program saves print data to a hold file. After finishing the session, the data can all be printed by the “shortcut to print” icon, located on the desktop next to the Scottish Church Records icon.

· Charts for toner cartridges are mounted inside the cupboard doors of cabinets 11 and 19. Make sure you know how to change out a cartridge before you attempt to do so.  Cartridges are recyclable. Don't throw them away. Please leave empty cartridges on the back counter with a note indicating they are empty.
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
